The site, framed with fortification walls, two towers (one named

"Joyeuse" or Cheerful, the other "César") and the Merveilleuse road,

was chosen for the vineyard tradition linked to the sun-kissed

slopes o the Citadel, its historical past and its relief. The talus slope

is naturally organised in tiers, as were medieval gardens.
