
La Fagne de la Poleur is a high plateau composed of moors and

bogs in the Ardenne. A didactic path will tell you more about this

area, typical of East Belgium.

La Fagne de la Poleur streteches over 54 hectares and is situated

at an altitude of 660 m.

The Poleur stream starts here.

Dry moors

High bogs

Low bogs

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balance of the surrounding ecosystems.
