The tasting tour (1h30) will lead you through the microbrewery and

the hops farm. The state-of-the-art facilities allow specific beers

to be brewed and available for tasting only on site. The visit

continues with the Petit Musée de la Fromagerie where you will

learn how the famous Maredsous cheese are refined The vist

concludes at La Chapelle room for a tasting of beers (4 galopins

or soft drinks) paired with some cheese.

Visits are available on weekends, public holidays and during

school holidays.

Enjoy the peacefulness of the site, wander from to the garden and

feel the calm all around you...
