
Starting from Chimay (famous for its cheese and Trappist beer),

this 46.4 km loop will take you to the pretty countryside in

Thiérache.

From the town, follow the gorgeous RAVeL, crossing a forest before

reaching Thiérage, a cross-border region.

In Momignies, you will leave the RAVeL for a peaceful path,

revealing splendid panoramas at each turn,

You will then cycle back to Momignies, then Chimay via Villers-

la-Tours, where you can admire long shaped farms and beautiful

wooden barn doors.
