It houses

an exceptional collection of pottery, which bears witness to the

history of this craft in the city. The meadows surrounding the

fortress are dotted with hedges, sheltering a rich biodiversity. The

route leading through the meadows is a pleasure for the eyes and

the senses. Come and enjoy these amazing landscapes, quite

colorful and full of wild fauna and flora...
