"European capital of Hunting and Nature".

This village saw many abbey churches, increasingly big, to

welcome monastic life and passionate pilgrims. The basilic offers

a stunning example of the evolution of architecture -

Romanesque, Gothic, Renaissance. The 18th century baroque
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facade is in contrast with its lean, gothic interior bathed in light

and colours.
